Your flat wall touchpad caddy comes partially asBka from the factory. To complete the

assembly, follow these instructions:

1) Install the bottom cross frame.

a. The bottom cross frame has a flat plate attathhedch end. Use this plate and 2
spring nuts, 2 bolts and 2 washers to attach thernccross frame to one of the
end frames, as shown figure 1. (Note that the wheel base extension should be

oriented towards the inside of the caddy as shown)
b. Repeat for the other end.

2) Install the top pad supports to the end franiésea90-degree angle brackets that were
installed on the end frame supports at the factmsing a spring nut, bolt and washer for
each angle bracket, as shown.
